ENGLISH OR FRENCH AS A SECOND =  Exchange students can register in English as a Second
LANGUAGE COURSES (ESL/FLS)' Language (ESL) and French as a Second Language (FLS)

courses at no extra cost. It is possible to take both an ESL
and an FLS course. Registration in selected ESL or FLS
courses is determined by an online language placement
test.

=  Results obtained in the placement test determine the
appropriate language course level. Students must clearly
indicate that they wish to take an ESL / FLS course on the
Course Registration Form (included in the acceptance
package).

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

=  We have two deadlines for submitting applications for the exchange program.
o APPLICATION DEADLINE: MARCH 31 / APPLICATION DEADLINE: OCTOBER 15%
= All students wishing to participate in an exchange in the Fall session (September-December) and
Academic Year (September-April) must submit their completed online application by March 31
and all students wishing to participate in an exchange in the Winter session (January-April) must
submit their completed online application by October 15"
