4. Students who wish to take the following courses are required to send an email to the course offering department for approval two weeks
before the course enrollment period. Upon approval, the students should forward the approval email to the Faculty Office via email
(socii@hku.hk) and the Faculty Office will enroll the course for you.
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5. Social Sciences students are required to enrol at least 50% of courses offered by our Faculty; otherwise, you are required to transfer to
another Faculty.

6. The normal credit load at HKU is 30 credits (i.e. 5 courses because each HKU course carries 6 credits) per semester. The minimum and
maximum load are 24 credits and 36 credits respectively.
